What will happen to my application? 
Your application to each school named on this form will be considered using that school’s admission policy. Where more 
than one of your preferred schools can offer a place, the 
higher preference school where you are successful will be allocated. If none of your preferred schools can offer a place, your child will be allocated a place in the catchment school or the school nearest to your home which can offer a place. Your child’s name will automatically be added to the waiting list of any schools where you were not successful, unless you were successful at a higher preference school. Details of your right of appeal will be provided in any refusal letter. 
Address 
If you are moving house, evidence of your new address should be attached to your application form. Proof of exchange of contracts or a signed tenancy agreement will normally be accepted. Contact the Admissions Team if you need help with this.

When will I be told the outcome of my application? 
The County Admissions Team will send you a decision letter by first class post within 5 days of receipt of your application. 
How soon will I have to take up any place offered? 
You are expected to take up the place within four school weeks of the offer. Failure to do so will result in the offer being withdrawn. (There are exceptions for forces families and Crown servants -please contact the Admissions Team for details.)
